Goal or goals for the lesson:

The goal of this lesson is for students to apply the information they learned during lesson number one and the library tour and label their own library maps. 

Objectives:  

Students will be able to …

1. Students will identify the different sections and locations in the library and label those sections on a map.

2. Students will understand that their maps are a representation of the layout of the library that they may use to find their way or give directions. 

3. Students will follow directions and work with one another to complete their maps.

2.
Meet students at the door to the library. (Provide whatever directions here that will lead to a smooth beginning of the lesson, for example, where you want them to sit.)
1. When students enter the library I will direct them to find a seat at the Study Tables. The students typically head straight for the Story Stairs, so I will be sure to be right at the front door to greet and direct them. 
2. I will greet the students, reintroduce myself, and introduce the day’s objectives. 

3.
Motivation (Why is this lesson important? What are the students going to learn?):



As part of a three-lesson unit titled Mapping the Library, this lesson offers students the opportunity to apply the information they learned in Lesson #1 and create their own maps of the library. Students will refer to the labels they placed throughout the library as they label their own maps. This lesson is important in that it allows me to assess whether students have grasped the concept that the labels we placed in the library during last week’s lesson correspond with the labels on their maps. Most importantly, this lesson will support the student’s classroom unit on mapping. 

B. Step-by-step outline of how the lesson will be developed. (Think about how you will handle transitions.)

1. Prior to the students’ arrival I will place table number cards, Map Outlines, and pencils on each of the Study Tables. I will also post Today’s Goals and project the Library Labels Check Sheet PowerPoint slide onto a screen at the front of the Story Table area. Finally, the Library Section Labels will be placed throughout the library as reference for the students. 

2. Students will enter the library and will be directed to find a seat at one of the Study Tables. They will be asked not to touch any of the materials on the table until directed to do so. 
3. After the students have been seated I will re-introduce myself and the mapping unit, saying, “I am and happy to see you again. I want to remind you all that my name is Mrs. Sower and we will be creating our own maps of the library this week. Please wait for my instructions before beginning your maps.” 

4. Next I will briefly go over Today’s Goals and tell students that it will be important for us to stay on task so they will have enough time for browsing and borrowing:

· Review the Sections of the Library

· Write your name on your Library Map


· Label the Sections and Locations on your Library Map

· Browse and Borrow Books

5. I will then remind students of the purpose of this project. I will remind the students that we toured the library last week and labeled each section and location in the library. I will explain that we will label those same sections and locations on our maps. 

6. Then I will call the students attention to the projected Library Labels Check Sheet PowerPoint slide. I will say, “This list contains all of the sections and locations that you will label on your map. You will have a similar list to work from and you can check off each section or location as you mark them on your map.” 

7. I will tell students that we will fill in the first label together. Next I will direct students to each take a Map, Library Labels Check Sheet, and pencil from the center of the table. I will hold up a blank map and point to the map’s title saying, “Please write your first and last name on the line. This is your map’s title. Then please write your first and last name on the Library Labels Check Sheet.”

8. Next I will ask for a volunteer to read the first item on the Library Labels Check Sheet. I will ask another volunteer to point to the Story Stairs on the map. The students will all write Story Stairs over this section of the map. 

9. I will tell students to continue on down the list of labels and to raise their hands if they need assistance. I will also let them know that their classroom teacher, Mrs. Browder, and I will be right there to help them if they run into any difficulty. I will direct students to check the Library Labels Signs we placed throughout the library during the last lesson, or confer with a neighbor if they have a question about a certain label. 

10. I will circulate through the Study Tables area keeping students on task and offering assistance where needed. The students will have approximately 15 minutes to complete their maps. 

11. I will provide five minute and two-minute warnings for students as the time winds down. At the five minute warning I will replace the Library Sections PowerPoint slide to a slide with Map Vocabulary and tell students that if they have completed their library labels they may label some of the parts of their map (title, key, symbols, scale, and compass rose).

12.  When the time is up I will direct students to leave all of their materials on the table and will ask that they remember their table number, as they will sit in the same location for next week’s lesson. 

13. I will then praise the students for their hard work, let them know they will have time to complete their maps the following week if they were unable to do so during this session and will then direct them to browse and borrow.

I intend to assess each students’ Library Map in order to determine if they were able to follow directions and whether they were able to apply the information gained during our library tour and apply it to this assignment by correctly labeling the library sections on the map. I have developed a rubric to assist me in assessing each student’s map.

This lesson required a rather major modification after its first session. The librarian teaches a form of this lesson each year, and after the first session we discussed the need for a modification. The students had a very difficult time labeling the different sections of the library on their maps, and it became clear that adjustments would need to be made for the next two sessions of the lesson. However, the classes were all very engaged and followed directions. I was pleased with their response to the project and their hard work, but I was sure to make modifications to support their understanding and to ensure the students did not become discouraged or too frustrated with the assignment. 


In session number one, the students were only able to get through about five out of the sixteen labels. I noted that the class progressed at the same rate through the labels, which surprised me. I thought some students would struggle, and others would be able to move along through the sections and help their neighbors as needed. I noticed that students would wait for the librarian, classroom teacher or me to stop by their table before they were confident to place a label on their maps. The students did a great job of listening to directions and staying on task, but I could tell that they were having a difficult time with the idea visualizing how the map was a representation of the library. This session’s class will need to spend the majority of the final lesson completing their maps and we will not be able to spend much time on reflection. 


After this session I sought the librarian’s feedback and suggestions for modification. She was surprised that the students were unable to get farther along on their maps. We discussed possible modifications, and then Rusty suggested I get in touch with one of the other grade two classroom teachers, Mr. Norwood, to discuss what happened in session one’s lesson and to see if he had any suggestions for modifications for his class. He had some great suggestions including bringing the class to the Story Stairs area and laying the map on the floor to show how it is a representation of the library, then point to the map and around the library to the different sections. I decided to incorporate this idea into sessions two and three of the lesson. In addition, after discussing with the librarian, we decided that it would be a good idea to cut back on the list of labels the students needed to write on their maps. I modified the Map Outline and labeled several of the sections, but left the labels off of the sections the students were most familiar with (Story Stairs, ER, FIC-I, Circulation Desk, Catalogue Computers, and Study Tables). 


The modifications to the lesson – bringing the students to the story stairs before they began work on their maps to help them visualize the layout of the library, and the reduction in the amount of labels they had to place on the map – made a big difference in the students’ success on this project. I felt that the classes in sessions two and three were better able to complete their maps and had a better understanding of the concept that maps are a representation of a place. As with the first session, the students in sessions two and three worked hard on their maps and attended to directions. Each session will need additional time during lesson three to complete their maps, but I feel that sessions two and three will have had a better overall experience in this unit because of the modifications I made to the lesson. Below please find the modified lesson:

1. 
Prior to the students’ arrival I will place table number cards, Map Outlines, and pencils on each of the Study Tables. I will also post Today’s Goals the Library Labels Check Sheet and a blank Map Outline at the front of the Story Table area. After the students have been seated I will re-introduce myself and the mapping unit, saying, “I am and happy to see you again. I want to remind you all that my name is Mrs. Sower and we will be creating our own maps of the library this week.”

5. 
I will then say, let’s take a look at the map we will be filling out and to discuss how to get started labeling it.” I will then remind students of the purpose of this project. I will remind the students that we toured the library last week and labeled each section and location in the library. I will explain that we will label those same sections and locations on our maps. 

6. 
I will hold up the map and then lay it on the floor before me making sure it is aligned with the layout of the library. I will point to different sections and show how the map represents the library’s layout. I will point around to the labels we placed in the library and show how they can be placed on the map. 

7. 
Then I will direct students to find a seat at the Study Tables and call the students attention to the projected Library Labels Check Sheet posted at the front of the class. I will say, “This list contains all of the sections and locations that you will label on your map. You will have a similar list to work from and you can check off each section or location as you mark them on your map.” 

8. 
I will tell students that we will fill in the first label together. Next I will direct students to each take a Map, Library Labels Check Sheet, and pencil from the center of the table. I will hold up a blank map and point to the map’s title saying, “Please write your first and last name on the line. This is your map’s title.
