Goal or goals for the lesson:

The goal of this lesson is to have students complete the labeling of their library maps and to spend time reflecting on the project by discussing their experience and the challenges they faced during this project. 

Objectives:  

Students will be able to …

1. Students will identify the different sections and locations in the library and label those sections on a map.

2. Students will understand that their maps are a representation of the layout of the library that they may use to find their way or give directions. 

3. Students will reflect on their experiences in mapping the library and discuss challenges the faced in completing their project and how they overcame those obstacles.

How the Lesson Is to Be Developed:
A. Framing the Lesson or Setting the Stage:

1. Before the lesson begins, post at the front of the teaching area a basic outline or itinerary of what will be happening during the lesson. (It needs to be framed in general terms. You will provide more details as the lesson progresses.)

2.
Meet students at the door to the library. (Provide whatever directions here that will lead to a smooth beginning of the lesson, for example, where you want them to sit.)
1. When students enter the library I will direct them to find a seat at the Study Tables. The students will be asked to sit at the same table as last week. Their mapping materials will be arranged there for them. 
2. I will greet the students, reintroduce myself, and introduce the day’s objectives. 

3.
Motivation (Why is this lesson important? What are the students going to learn?):



As the final lesson in a three-lesson unit titled Mapping the Library, this lesson offers students the opportunity to apply the information they learned in Lesson #1 and Lesson #2, complete their library maps, and reflect on the project. This lesson is important in that it allows me to continue to assess whether students have grasped the concept that the labels we placed in the library during the first week’s lesson correspond with the labels on their maps. Most importantly, this lesson allows students to reflect on their experience mapping the library and think about the challenges they faced and how they successfully overcame them. 

B. Step-by-step outline of how the lesson will be developed. (Think about how you will handle transitions.)

1. Prior to the students’ arrival I will place table number cards, Map Outlines, colored pencils and pencils on each of the Study Tables. I will also post Today’s Goals at the front of the Story Table area. Finally, the Library Section Labels will be placed throughout the library as reference for the students. 

2. Students will enter the library and will be directed to sit in the same seat as the week before at the Study Tables. They will be asked not to touch any of the materials on the table until directed to do so. 
3. After the students have been seated I will say “I am and happy to see you again. I want to remind you all that my name is Mrs. Sower and we will finish labeling our library maps this week. Please wait for my instructions before beginning your maps.” 

4. Next I will briefly go over Today’s Goals and tell students that it will be important for us to stay on task so they will have enough time for browsing and borrowing. I will emphasize that it is very important to listen to and read Today’s Goals because it has the steps they need to complete their projects:

· Finish labeling your Library Map

· Add TWO new labels to your map

· Color your favorite section

· Discuss and Reflect on the project

· Browse and Borrow Books
5. I will then prompt students to begin work on their maps, let them know that they have 15 minutes for mapping, and say that when they have finished each of the goals they may begin to color their maps. I will suggest that they use a different color to fill in each section. 

6. I will circulate through the Study Tables area keeping students on task and offering assistance where needed. 

7. I will provide five minute and two-minute warnings for students as the time winds down. 

8. When their time is up I will ask students to put down their pencils and colored pencils and place them in the center of their tables. I will say that before they Browse and Borrow, we are going to take five minutes to reflect on their mapping projects. 

9. Next I will let students know that I am very impressed with how they worked on the project. I will ask the following questions and lead a discussion about the mapping project:

· [Each table will be directed to share the labels they added to their maps and why they added those particular labels. Then I will call the class together to share some of the labels]
· What did you think was difficult/What was challenging about the project?

· How did you over come that challenge? What could you have done differently?

· Do you have advice for second graders who will do this project next year?

· Before I let you go for Browsing, can someone please tell me what we use maps for?

10. When the time is up I will direct students to leave all of their materials on the table. I will let them know that once I am done reviewing their maps I will turn them over to their classroom teacher who will distribute them. 

11. I will then thank the students for their hard work and will then direct them to Browse and Borrow.

Library Maps: Students will complete their library maps by labeling the library outline with the sections and locations in the library. Students will work off a Library Labels Check List and label nine (Sessions # 2 & #3) or sixteen (Session #1) sections and locations in the library.  Once the maps are labeled, students will color the maps with colored pencils.

Student Assessment by the library teacher: (Can the student demonstrate mastery? How do you know if the student met the objectives or not?):

I intend to assess each student’s Library Map in order to determine if they were able to follow directions and apply the information gained during our library tour to this assignment by correctly labeling the library sections on the map. I have developed a rubric to assist me in assessing each student’s map:

Additionally, I will also use the students’ discussion about our reflection of the project and will informally assess their experience during the project and whether they were able to identify areas that challenged them and how they overcame those obstacles.

Because of the modifications made to the mapping materials for two sessions of Mapping Lesson Day 2, the Day 3 Sessions had different experiences in completing their maps. I was relieved to find that the students in Session One (S1) were all able to successfully label their maps and complete their library label check sheet. Some students even had time to color their favorite section of the library. Sessions Two (S2) and Three (S3) also successfully completed their maps. However, in these sessions I was able to expand on the lesson and meet additional learning goals. Students in S2 and S3 added additional labels of their choosing to their maps, colored their favorite section as well as other sections, and added a star to the section they would browse during that class session. These sessions also had the opportunity to discuss the project and reflect on it.  I felt that each class met the overall goal for the day by completing their maps and I was happy that one of the classroom teachers asked to take the maps with her to display for an upcoming parent open house. 


Like in my previous grade two lessons, each class presented different challenges. I found S1 to be the most engaged and easy to manage. The students worked rather quietly and diligently checked off labels as they made their way down the check sheet. In reflection I wonder if perhaps it was the challenging nature of the task that kept their attention focused. These students’ maps had not been pre-labeled and they were charged with labeling sixteen different sections and locations in the library. However, this was a surprise to me because this was the class that I had the most difficulty managing during our tour in Lesson One. I was relieved that they were able to focus on their task. The classroom teacher for S2 was very engaged in this unit, so he assisted in answering students’ questions and keeping them on track during this lesson. During our discussion and reflection of the lesson students shared the new labels they added to their maps and I was impressed that several students added the Dewey Classification Numbers of their favorite subjects to the nonfiction section. Other students labeled little nooks where they enjoyed reading or wrote the title of their favorite book over its location in the library. The students also shared labels they found difficult to place, one was the circulation desk and I prompted students to tell what steps they took or could have taken to resolve their problem.  

I ran into the most trouble with classroom management during S3. It took a moment to  focus students at the beginning of the lesson and the classroom teacher jumped in and took several minutes to have students repeat the directions. She then went on and read out the remaining directions on my Today’s Goals sign. While it was helpful for her to focus the group’s direction, I needed to walk students through each step and alert them to their tasks. Once she had completed students took it as a sign to begin work and I had to stop several times to call students attention to directions as they were working on their maps. Additionally, when I was calling the students attention to alert them to our discussion time, the classroom student teacher jumped in and gathered their attention rather than allowing me to continue with my lesson. Though I was grateful for their assistance, I was rather frustrated as I felt the students were sent the message that they did not need to listen to my directions, rather they were to wait for the classroom teacher or students’ teacher to guide them. The students did complete their maps and we were able to get through some of our discussion questions, though I had to stop several times to focus the students’ attention and ask them to place their pencils down. 

Of the three sessions, I feel S3 was the most challenging. I am not certain what I could have done in that moment to stop the teacher so that I might go through the directions as the students needed to hear them. It was an interesting experience and I am grateful to have had three sessions in which to teach this lesson. I learned from each session. From Session One that classes can have a very different vibe on different days or for different lessons, in Session Two how great it feels when everything actually comes together and the students are responsive and engaged, and in Session Three I learned to go with the flow and adjust to ensure that students completed their projects successfully. I do feel that this lesson brought the Mapping Unit to a successful close.
